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Winter Meeting 2018 

Report Submitted by: Elizabeth Campbell-Chase, RE/MAX Humboldt Realty 

This year we had the opportunity to represent Humboldt at CAR winter meetings.  Your state directors spend 
many hours discussing the issues that are affecting our county.  I am very pleased with the amount of time 
and work each one put into those meetings and the information they are bringing back to better serve the 
REALTORSÈ of Humboldt County. 

I have two items I would like to share with you: 1. Is the new advertising rules and 2. Tax Reform changes to 
Real Estate. 

1. The 2018 Advertising Rules 

Beginning January 1, 2018, all first point of contact solicitation materials must include: 

¶ The name and number of the licensee. This is for both Sales agents and broker - associates. 

¶ The responsible brokerôs ñidentity.ò This means the name under which the broker is currently licensed by 
Cal BRE and conducts business in general or is a substantial division of the real estate firm. The brokerôs 
license number is optional. 

¶ The status of the agent such as ñREALTORÈ ò or ñagentò (unless the name of the company makes clear 
that the advertisement is by a licensee)  

What types of advertising does this apply to? Everything. 

¶ Business cards 

¶ Stationery  

¶ Advertising flyers 

¶ Advertisements on television, in print, or electronic media  

¶ ñFor sale,ò ñopen house,ò lease, rent or directional signs when any licensee identification information is 
included  

¶ Any other material designed to solicit the creation of a professional  relationship between the licensee and 
a consumer  

Are there any exceptions? There is a limited exception 

When no sales-agent or broker associate is referenced, the new law  permits an exception for ñfor sale,ò rent, 
lease, ñopen houseò and directional signs.  These signs need not include the agentsô or associate brokersô 
names or license numbers as long as either:  

¶ The responsible brokerôs identity appears (which includes the brokers name, but the brokerôs license num-
ber is optional). Under this exception there can be no reference on the sign to an associate broker or 
sales-agent. 

~OR~ 

¶ There is no licensee identification information at all. Neither the broker nor any agent is referenced in the 
sign. (Not permitted for REALTORSÈ when advertising real estate services.)
