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State Directors Report

 Once again, it was an honor to travel to the C.A.R. State Director meetings in Sacramento and represent the 
Humboldt Association or RealtorsÈ and Region 1.  This session is always particularly appealing because it was 

Legislative Days once again in our state's capitol.  This is the first exposure I have had to the C.A.R. State As-

sociation, and what they do for us at the local level.  Legislative Days is an opportunity to meet with our legis-

lators regarding real estate related laws and policies.  2500 RealtorsÈ came together on Wednesday morning 

to take part in this annual event.  It is a powerful example of how being part of the largest trade organization 

in California can influence our elected officials.   

This year I served on several committees at C.A.R., I am a Member of the Nominating Committee, where 

we make recommendations to the Board of Directors regarding the future leaders of C.A.R., I am a Repre-

sentative in the Strategic Planning and Finance Committee, where we strategize and make budget aug-

mentations to provide resources and services to our membership, and I am a Member of the Land Use and 

Environmental Committee.  The Land Use and Environmental Committee keeps an eye on laws specifically 

related to Property Rights and Ownership.  It makes recommendations to the Executive Committee and the 

Board of Directors regarding Laws and Policy changes for property owners.  We either recommend to SUP-

PORT, OPPOSE, or AMEND introduced legislation that is currently being consider in the Legislature. 

One very interesting item for discussion was 

the use of "Hauled Water" as a permanent 

source of water for the issuance of new 

building permits.  Assembly Bill 366 (AB366) 

would reverse existing law that prohibits 

hauled water as the primary water source for 

new development.  Here is an excerpt from 

our meeting material that sheds a little back-

ground on this conversation. 

"C.A.R. has only limited existing policy on 

hauled water. Our policy dates back to two 

bills specific to hauled water: one from 1986 

and one from 1987. In 1986, C.A.R. adopted 

a �³Watch�´��position on AB 2908 Issue Briefing 
Paper 2 (Ferguson) which would have prohib-

ited local governments from denying a permit 

for housing construction solely on the basis 

that there was insufficient water. Thus, 

C.A.R. was neutral on the bill.  

The bill failed passage. In 1987, C.A.R. 

adopted a �³Favor�´��position on AB 739, which 

also failed passage. That bill was substantial-

ly the same as AB 2908 from the previous 

year except that it would have allowed local 

governments to deny a permit for housing 

construction if the local government had de-

clared a building moratorium due to the lack 

of water.
