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What is the next housing story in California?

That was the topic of a class I attended with a panel of 4 economists that were looking 

at housing and demographic trends as it relates to Real Estate.  Some   interesting    

statistics in that presentation, are what I would like to share with all of you. 

The percentage of homeowners that were born 60 years ago is 65% the percentage of 

home owners from the Millennial generation ( ages 24-32) is 26%.  Part of this makes 

sense just based on where people are in life but some of this is uncharted territory.  Some of these % are the lowest they 

have been in history.  Why?  

After Mortgage debt can you think of the 2nd largest debt that Millennials face in this modern age?  Did you guess, Student 

Debt?  If you did you are right.  Student debt is the second largest debt incurred by people ages 24-32 years old.  So what 

happens when that is the case?  They tend to either live with parents longer or they tend to rent for longer into their adult 

lives because the can't qualify for a mortgage with the student debt they still have. 

Another interesting stat was that fewer Americans are getting married then in the past.  There is a 10% decline nationally 

in marriage.  Married people are more likely to buy and settle into a home.  That 10% drop in marriages is equivalent to a 

2.2% decline in Home ownership nation wide. 

Home builders are not building as many units as are needed for the market place either.  Currently they are building 90,000 

to 100,000 units per year state wide.  The economists that were on the panel said that the need for new housing units is 

160,000.  So on average we are 60,000 units short of what is required.  They used San Francisco as a specific example, 

they said that from 2010-2015 there were over 500,000 new jobs created in the bay area but only 80,000 new housing 

units added to the inventory.   

One last stat I will leave you with regarding the percentage of home ownership.  People are staying in their homes longer 

than before.  When I started in the business the average time in a home for a home owner was 7 years.  That number has 

nearly doubled.  The average time that a home owner stays in their home now is 13 years!!  So that means that there are 

fewer starter homes for the next generation of home buyers.  Since 2012 the availability of starter homes is down a whop-

ping 44%, and Step-up homes (home owners  

getting into a bigger home) have dropped 35%.  

 

Between people staying in their homes longer     

and the home building industry not building 

enough units to keep up with demand it is no 

wonder why we all are noticing a drop in the    

overall inventory in Humboldt County.
